The 2009-10 wrestling campaign enjoyed a school record 29 dual
victories. Highlights from this past season include the traditional
Mackinac Island Challenge, where the wrestlers take on the island
and run the entire 8.5 miles with various “physical challenges” along
the way. The team earned tournament championships at the
Lansing Wrestling Officals Duals defeating DeWitt 35-34 in the
semi-final match and league rival Portland in the final. The team also
won the Bendle Duals. The team competed against the best in the
state, finishing runner-up at the Hudson duals to eventual Division IV
champion Hudson, placing 9th in the Goodrich Tournament of
Champions, and another runner-up to team state qualifier
Chippewa Hills at the Pinconning Battle Duals. “We're back!”

Senior captain Aaron Risch made his fourth trip to the Palace of
Auburn Hills this season for the Individual Finals, finishing third in the
state, capping a career with 201 victories. Senior captain lan
Leavey made a second trip to the Palace along with Senior Justin
Johnson and Junior Paul Sawaya. The team graduated eight seniors,
the most since 1999.

With the fourth annual Hornet Technique Camp, 120 campers
swarmed to Williamston for an excellent three days of top notch
clinicians in Roy Hall of Davison, Mark Disalvo of Central Michigan
Univerity, and Dave Mills formerly of Grand Rapids Forest Hills and
Grand Valley State. Williamston wrestlers also spent their summer
training at the Granby System Camp in Portage and competing in
the Grand Ledge Summer League.
